CDFA Issues 
Request for Nomina�ons 

Each year, no later than August 15, CDFA will 
mail a leter to all producers no�fying them 
that CDFA is seeking nomina�ons for 
producer posi�ons on the Dairy Council 
Board (Board).  The mailing will include a 
board roster that indicates all the producer 
posi�ons for which CDFA is seeking 
nomina�ons, including posi�ons with terms 
expiring and mid-term vacancies. The 
mailing will also include a Producer Self-
Nomina�on Form for comple�on.  

Each year, no later than August 15, CDFA will 
mail a leter to all handlers no�fying them 
that CDFA is seeking nomina�ons for handler 
posi�ons on the Dairy Council Board (Board). 
The mailing will include a board roster that 
indicates all the handler posi�ons for which 
CDFA is seeking nomina�ons, including 
posi�ons with terms expiring and mid-term 
vacancies. The mailing will also include a 
Handler Self-Nomina�on Form for 
comple�on.  

Nomina�on 
Requirements 

And Submission 

All producers interested in serving on the 
Board shall submit to CDFA a completed 
Producer Self-Nomina�on Form.   Nominees 
may include background informa�on about 
themselves to be included in the ballo�ng 
packet during the preference vo�ng period. 
The nomina�on period will be set at no less 
than two weeks.  

All handler representa�ves interested in 
serving on the Board shall submit to CDFA a 
completed Handler Self-Nomina�on Form. 
Nominees may include background 
informa�on about themselves to be included 
in the ballo�ng packet during the preference 
vo�ng period. The nomina�on period will be 
set at no less than two weeks.  

CDFA Issues 
Preference Vo�ng Ballots 

No later than September 15, CDFA will mail a 
ballot to all producers for preference vo�ng.   
The ballot will list all producers who fulfilled 
the nomina�on requirements and will also 
provide a write-in space.  The ballot will 
indicate if a nominee is an incumbent.  The 
ballo�ng packets will include the op�onal 
background informa�on provided by the 
nominees on their respec�ve Self 
Nomina�on Forms.   The vo�ng period will 
be set at no less than two weeks.  In 
situa�ons where the number of producer 
nomina�ons received is equal to or is less 
than the number of available producer 
posi�ons, CDFA may decide not to conduct 
preference vo�ng. 

No later than September 15, CDFA will mail a 
ballot to all handlers for preference vo�ng.   
The ballot will list all handler representa�ves 
who fulfilled the nomina�on requirements 
and will also provide a write-in space.  The 
ballot will indicate if a nominee is an 
incumbent.  The ballo�ng packets will 
include the op�onal background informa�on 
provided by the nominees on their 
respec�ve Self Nomina�on Forms.   The 
vo�ng period will be set at no less than two 
weeks.  In situa�ons where the number of 
handler nomina�ons received is equal to or 
is less than the number of available handler 
posi�ons, CDFA may decide not to conduct 
preference vo�ng. 

CDFA Tallies Ballots 
And Makes Appointments

period, CDFA will tally the ballots.  CDFA will 
u�lize the results of the vo�ng to help guide
producer appointments to the Board.

Other 
Related Provisions 

Only one person from any one producer 
en�ty can be appointed to the Board. 
The terms of Board members are staggered 
so that one-third of the producer posi�ons 
have terms expiring each year.  
These procedures are to be conducted on a 
statewide basis with no reference to districts. 

Only one person from any one handler en�ty 
can be appointed to the Board.  
The terms of Board members are staggered 
so that one-third of the handler posi�ons 
have terms expiring each year. 
These procedures are to be conducted on a 
statewide basis with no reference to districts.
